     2.   Today we see God fulfills His promises, even if it takes centuries to accomplish.

a. Solomon had built the temple to God that God promised.

b. Solomon prayed to God to bless the temple

c. Solomon knew God's promises to his father, David.

Solomon's Prayer 2 Chronicles 6:12-17

Vs 12 – 13

1. Solomon had a platform built just outside the temple where all the people could gather around the one who was on stage.

2. Before Solomon prayed, he got on his knees and spread his arms towards heaven.  This showed his humbleness before God.  He was setting the standard for this place of worship from the beginning.

Vs 14


Solomon presents Five Facts about God


a. No God like Him in heaven


b. None like Him in earth

c. He keeps covenants

d. He hows mercy to all those who walk before Him with all their hearts.

Vs 15

1. Solomon states that God keeps His promises and his part of any covenant.

2. 2 Cor. 1:20 - “for all the promises of God in Him are yea, and Him Amen”.

Vs 16

1. Solomon prayed acknowledgment that God kept His promise to his father David by allowing him to sit on the throne.

2. Solomon also stressed the fact that this covenant blessing is only possible if his sons follow God.

3. God's continued blessings requires man to keep his promises. 

Understanding and sharing the Gospel Luke 24:44-49

Introduction:

1. This passage of scripture takes place after Jesus has been crucified, buried, and risen from the dead.

2. This is the last discourse between Jesus and His apostles with just them.

3. This takes place right before His ascension.

Vs. 44

1. Jesus shows reminds them that they should not be surprised by what has happened.

2. He reminds them that they can trust the Word of God.  

3. Everything God says can be trusted!  It will happen!

4. Jesus fulfilled everything the scriptures prophized about Him.

Vs 45

1. Jesus opened their understandings that that might understand.

2. Without God opening our undertanding, none of us will understand the scriptures.

3. Jesus connected the dots for His apostles.

Vs 46

1. As the scriptures foretold, so Christ fulfilled his destiny.

2. Christ suffering, death, and resurrection on the third day was all foretold in scriptures.

Vs 47-48

1. Jesus tells them, now the scripture turns to them.

2. They will carry the message of Christ's life, suffering, death, and resurrection to the world.

3. God's covenant with man is still in place. 

a) God fulfilled His part of the plan by sending His son Jesus to live, suffer, and die for man's sin.  

b) Man must now take this message of repentance and remission to the world as their part of the plan.

c) Mankind must each complete the covenant for themselves.

4. These men, chosen by Jesus, are the witness of all these truths.

Vs 49

1. Jesus will enable them to go into the world and face death by giving them the promise of God for help!

2. This help will be in the person of the Holy Spirit.

3. God will not ask us to do something that He will not provide us the help we need to accomplish the task!

Conclusion:

    Jesus filfulled the scriptures, God's part of His covenant with Man.  Now its up to us to met our part of the covenant. The good news is that God provides us Help to do it!!!
