Introduction

1. Commitment – What does the word mean?

-to pledge (oneself) to a position on an issue or question; express (one's intention, feeling, etc.)

-to bind or obligate, as by pledge or assurance; pledge: to commit oneself to a promise; to be   

  committed to a course of action. 

-to entrust, esp. for safekeeping; commend: to commit one's soul to God.

-to do; perform; perpetrate: to commit murder; to commit an error

-to send into a battle

-to pledge or engage oneself

The Call to Sacrifice – Vs. 25 & 26

4. Proverb 8:36  But he that sinneth against me wrongeth his own soul: all they that hate me love death.
