Psalms 145 verses 1 to 
Background

1. A psalm of David, probably one of his favorites

2. David was not only a great warrior; he was very much a left brain thinker.

a. Right Brain people see things in Black/white, facts/figures.  They make good engineers, scientist.

b. Left Brain people are more artistic.  They see things as shades of things.  It maybe partly white, but shaded in black.  Numbers are relevant based upon what your current condition maybe.  These people make good musicians, artist, writers, philosophers’, etc.

3. I struggle with psalms because I am a very much right brain thinker.  To fully understand the psalmist, one must understand the feelings David felt as he wrote this.

4. Praise and prayer to God was a big part of David’s life.  We must learn to praise Him in our own way.  To some it is more emotional than to others.  To some it is more of a demonstration of what God can do through them that brings Him praise and to others it is more what I can sing, pray, feel to Him that brings Him honor.  Neither one of these is better than the other, but they bring Him joy by those who seek to praise Him.

Verse 1 & 2 Extolling our God
1. Verse 1

a. Extol = “to raise up” or “to praise highly”

b. Truly God is worthy of praise.  David acknowledges His authority over him by calling Him not only his God, but his King.  He rules not only in his spiritual life, but in his earthly life also.
c. God is worthy of endless praise.

2. Verse 2

a. David acknowledged that he would share eternity with God and would gladly offer his praise throughout eternity.

Verses 3 to 9 – The Exceeding Greatness of God.

1. Verse 3

a. We can not understand God’s greatness.

b. There is no end to God’s Greatness

2. Verse 4

a. We should praise God in front of our children so they can learn to praise him in an acceptable manner.

b. Our children learn to fear God or they learn to ignore Him.

3. Verse 5

a. God’s works are too much for our minds to comprehend.  We should share this wonder with others.

4. Verse 6

a. Does God perform terrible acts?  Yes he does.  God allows Men and Women to reject Him and then pay the ultimate sacrifice for that rejection. 
b. There is also a comparison here:  Men will speak about his wrath, but David will speak about His greatness!

5. Verse 7
a. We should remember the things He has done for us.  Too often we forget to continue to thank Him for what he has done in the past on our behalf.

6. Verse 8 and 9 – Eight fold character of God 

a. Gracious – v8
b. Compassionate – v8

c. Self-controlled  (Slow to anger) – v8

d. Merciful – v9

e. Good – v9

f. Tender – v9

g. Righteous –v17

h. Holy –v17

Verses 10 to 13- How God’s saints shall Bless Him (What is the conditions of Eternal 
Kingdom)
1. Verse 10

a. All thy works shall praise thee – this will include angels and any other beings or creatures in heaven

b. Thy saints shall praise thee – Born again believers

2. Verse 11

a. Proclamations of what God did on earth and in heaven and stories of His power will be told over and over again.

3. Verse 12

a. These stories and testimonies will be done so all generations can share in the experiences of saints of old and new.

4. Verse 13

a. This kingdom will last forever

b. God’s power is endless and therefore this heaven will endure throughout the ages.
