Revelation 5:1-5, 11-14

REDEEMABLE
Introduction

1. John is still looking into the Throne Room of heaven.  He could not actually be there because he was still in the flesh and no sin could enter into that place.  

2. John was allowed to see things that Jesus could see.  That’s why in Revelation 1:1 tells us that this book is the Revelation of Jesus Christ.

The Sealed Book Vs 1-4
Vs 1

1. Who was sitting on the throne?  God the father.  This presents a small problem.  According to Exodus 33:18-23 No man could see the face of God and live.

· Two possibilities

i. John only saw someone sitting on the throne and not His face.

ii. John saw on the Revelation of Jesus and therefore it was Jesus that saw the face of God and John only saw the vision and not the actual face of God.  Seeing His face would have meant that he would have to be in His presence and that would not be possible because of John’s sinful flesh and the Holiness of God and Heaven (Think about a clean room!)

2. The right hand indicated the position of power.  Jesus sat down on the right hand side of the Father.  This was the position of one who had the power and authority to execute the decisions of the King!  This book was meant for the one who was going to execute the plans contained with its covers.

3. This book was more than likely a scroll with multiple pages combined together.  It also had seven seals to protect it.  As we will see each seal executes a new judgement on mankind and the world. Before the final plans contained within this book was revealed, all the seals had to be broken (excecuted).  This is not the book of life or the book of records.  This book is a detailed plan of God’s judgements which will be executed by the one worthy to open it!
Vs 2

1. “A strong angel” this refers to one of God’s most valuable angels in heaven.

2. “Loud voice” the proclamiation went out everywhere.

3. The question is still asked today.  “Who is worthy to open the book (proclaim the plans of God)”.  There are plenty of false religions that proclaim to know the plans of God, but they are not worthy!

Vs 3

· No man from earth, no angel in heaven, none of satan’s army, nor satan himself was able “worthy’ to open the book.
Vs 4

· With no hope, man is helpless to know God’s plans.  We must have a redeemer who is worthy or else we are without hope of every knowing God’s plans1

The Lion of the Tribe of Judah
Vs 5
1. John’s sadness is soon replaced with joy.  Someone is found worthy to open the book and break (execute) the seven seals.

2. Genesis 49:9.  The saviour will come from the tribe of Juda.

3. This person will be a direct descentant of King David.
Additional verses

Vs 6-10

1. Vs 7 Jesus came and took the book out of the father’s hand

2. Vs 9 we see a song by the redeemed proclaiming Jesus’ worthiness. Who better to testify to Jesus’ worthiness than His redeemed.

3. Vs 10 The saints shall reign with Christ on this earth as kings and Preist.

Worthy is the Lamb

Vs 11 - 14
1. Vs 11 - The number was meant to mean immeasurable.
2. Vs 12 – All of heaven proclaimed the worthiness of Jesus Christ

3. Vs 13 & 14 – Everyone will proclaim Jesus’ worthiness, even those in Hell will in the same moment in time have no choice but to recognize and praise Him for who He is and what he did!
