Teach Sound Doctrine by Example

Background:

1. Titus 

a. one of Paul’s Preacher Boys 
b. Gentile

c. Probably a convert of Paul – Titus 1:4

d. Possible brother of Luke

e. First mentioned in Galatians 2:1 when he accompanied Paul & Barnabas to Jerusalem.

f. Later Paul send him to Corinth to straighten out problems in the church (2 Cor. 8:6, 10).
g. He then went back to Corinth and delivered the book Of 2 Corinthians to the church.

h. He may have accompanied Paul on his 3rd Missionary trip.

i. He is last mentioned in 2 Timothy 4:10 where Paul sends him from southern Greece to Yugoslavia (Dalmatia)

j. He was assign the task of strengthening a previously established church on the Isle of Crete

2. The Isle of Crete

a.  (Island 150 long & 35 miles wide – the largest of the Greek Isles)

b. One of Crete’s Mountains was Mt Ida, the traditional birthplace of the Greek god Zeus.

c. Relatives of the Philistines

d. Reputation of being always lairs, evil beasts, and lazy gluttons –Titus 1:12

e. Unsure how the church started, maybe Pentecost.

3. Written about the same time as I Timothy during one of the first two Roman imprisonments of Paul.

4. The book of Titus stresses duty vs I & II Timothy stresses doctrine.

5. The child of God is to:

a. Protect the Gospel -  I Timothy

b. Proclaim the Gospel – II Timothy

c. Practice the Gospel- Titus
